THE POWER OF PRAYER
Praying Our Way Through Lent

Many are familiar with the old custom of “giving something up” for lent. It’s purpose was to
remind us of Jesus’ sacrifice on our behalf, by our symbolic sacrifice of some item, habit or pleasure of
our lives.

In considering this month’s “Pastor’s Page,” I considered a challenge to undertake, in a small
way, the old custom of fasting. You will be happy, | am sure, to know that | have changed my mind.
The challenge, if not to fast, is to pray. Will you and | dedicate ourselves to a deliberate time or Bible-
reading-fed prayer during theses forty days until Easter?

Let me share with you today just a few of the things that | have learned about prayer over time:

e To pray is to be willing to and expect to change. When we pray consistently, and our prayers are
complemented with time in the Word of God, we are internally transformed by the “renewing of our
mind...then you will know what the will of God is, his good, pleasing and perfect will” (Romans
12:2). If we are unwilling to change, and assume that all must change to suit us, then we will soon
abandon prayer as a normal characteristic of our lives. We cannot come close to God’s heart
without being led to see our own need. We will also have a desire to be more like Christ. Constant
prayer for the same thing, again if it is fed by the life-giving Word, will even change the way that we
pray for that thing. Our own attitude towards our desire or our problem over which we are praying
will be transformed; a new day will be opened. It will be changed for the good. “You ask and do
not receive, because you ask wrongly, to spend it on your pleasures” (James 4:3). To ask “rightly”
means a transformed will; yours and mine. We desire, love and will the things that God wills.

e To pray is to experience a life of relationship and intimacy with God. Prayer ushers us into

perpetual communion with our heavenly

‘ﬂ;fj;J A (, 5 Father. This is the purpose of our life, of our
0 MY creation: to be in a loving relationship with
R' God. Prayer makes it happen. To pray is to

live, because in God only is life and without
him is none.

e To pray is to be freed from self. We need liberation from worry, fear, and self-interest. Praying
does that and it is far from dull. When the inner spirit is liberated from all that weighs it down, it
can hardly be described as drudgery. Prayer focuses our mind and attention on God and others.
Exhilarating freedom moves in our spirit when we speak, and are spoken to, by our Maker. He is
with us. Our burdens roll off, we are lighter, and carefree unconcern for selfish interests floods our
soul.

What should we pray about? Listen to God and pray about the things he cares about. What is
that? Look at his Word, and ask God to show you what to pray about. Pray for salvation and give
thanks; pray for wholeness, marriages, families, spiritual blessings, material needs. How about praying
for our worship services and church or congregational leaders? Saturate worship in prayer. There are
so many things to do and so many people and so many needs that we need more, not less, time in

prayer every day.

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Piecemaker so
Guild of Calgary

As many of you have noticed on the church
calendar, Piecemakers’ Quilt Guild meets at Grace
the second Monday of each month. After one of the
gentlemen in the church commented that he’d
walked into the gym one day and found a whole
bunch of ladies sewing quilts, but he didn’t
recognize them, I thought I'd give you a brief
description of what Piecemakers is and does.

Piecemakers is a charitable organization of people
(mostly women, but the occasional man) who share
their love of quilting. There is a day group and an
evening group, and the evening group meets at
Grace once a month and usually holds 2 to 4
Saturday Charity Quilting Bees during the year.
Our meetings feature a speaker or demonstration on
some educational aspect of quilting (e.g. new
techniques), followed by a break for visiting, then
our business meeting, concluding with “show and
tell” where members show the quilts they have just
finished. They are beautiful and inspirational to
quilters!

Many people donate quilts they have sewn to our
charity which is Hull Family Services. | have been
in charge of “Charity” for the past couple of years,
so | get to deliver these beautiful quilts to Hull
Homes on a regular basis. The staff at Hull Homes
are so appreciative, and have explained that the
children in their care each get to choose a quilt of
their own. Some of these children have been moved
around so much that they have never been able to
keep anything of their very own, and can’t believe
that they are able to have something so special of
their very own. These children are described as the
“Maybe children”. A child will ask, “Will I see my
mom and dad this weekend?” or “Will a family ever
pick me to live with them?” or “Will I ever get to
go back home again?” The answer is all too often,
“Maybe” to these questions.

Our Christmas Charity was also through Hull
Services and was a group called “Bridging the Gap”
which helps slightly mentally handicapped people
aged 16 to 24 who are trying to work and live on
their own. They need support for their challenges
and often fall through the cracks at Christmastime,

0 we collected many things including Safeway gift
ertificates for food, toiletries etc. for this group of
people.

We give an honorarium to Grace for the use of its’
facilities. If you ever have any questions, I’d be
happy to answer them. Also, keep in mind that
anyone is welcome to attend our meetings, so
maybe we’ll see you there!

Chunky Potato Soup

Ingredients:

3 medium red potatoes

2 cups water

1 small onion

3 tablespoons butter

3 tablespoons flour

Crushed red pepper flakes
Ground black pepper

3 cups milk

Y tsp sugar

1 cup shredded cheddar cheese
1 cup cubed ham (or smoked sausage)

Peel potatoes & cut into 1 inch cubes. Bring water
to a boil in large saucepan. Add potatoes & cook
until tender. Drain, reserving liquid. Set aside
potatoes. Measure 1 cup cooking liquid, adding
water, if necessary; set aside. Peel & finely chop
onion. Melt butter in saucepan over medium heat.
Add onion to saucepan; cook, stirring frequently,
until onion is translucent and tender, but not brown.
Add flour to saucepan; season with pepper flakes
and black pepper to taste. Cook 3 to 4 minutes.
Gradually add potatoes, reserved 1 cup cooking
liquid, milk and sugar to onion mixture in saucepan;
stir well. Add cheese and ham. Simmer over low
heat 30 minutes, stirring frequently. Serves 12.
Store leftovers, covered, in refrigerator.
